Labs: On lab days, | expect all students to follow ALL safety protocol. Violating safety rules will result in
the student not completing the lab and getting a zero for a grade. A lab report will be required for each
lab. The format for the lab report will be given in class. Students who continue to violate safety rules will
lose lab privileges. Those students will be given alternative assignments to complete in class. A signed
safety contract must be on file before a student can enter the lab.

Assignments, Daily Work, Tests: A test will be given about every 2 weeks. These tests will be announced
at least 2-3 days ahead of schedule. Other assignments will be given throughout the year and | expect
them to be finished by the deadline given.
