what do you mean by “Making Connections”?



For “Making Connections,” you place articles, pictures, or cartoons
(from magazines, newspapers, or the Internet) into your notebook,
along with a 4-5 sentence summary and reflection on how the
materials relate to our topic of study. You might dalso include original
drawings. “Making Connections” entries should sharpen (rather than
clutter) the visual appeadrance of your notebook.

How will my notebook be graded?

Notebooks will be graded on thoroughness, quality, organization, and
visudl appeadrance. You will know the value of each major notebook
assignment when it is given. An important part of your notebook is its
visual appedrance. Your notebook should be NEAT! Each entry should
have a title and date . . . Notebooks will be checked periodically for
completeness. All class notes and notebook assignments dre expected
to be in your notebook, even for days you dre absent.

What happens if | am absent?
